¶ You need a permit to re-roof or change the color of your house. 

 

¶ You need a permit to remove trees greater than 4ò that are not dead. 

 

¶ If you are planning to construct a camping pad you need to apply for a Lot Modification Permit and you also need to contact 

the Gladwin County Conservation District. 

 

¶ In fact if you are planning to do any earthwork greater than flower beds you should contact the Conservation District, phone 

number (989) 426-9461, Kim Krenz. 

 

The guidelines for maintaining your property, whether you are a camper or full timer, are outlined in the A & E Committee Con-

struction Pamphlet, SSPOA Regulations and Policies Pamphlet and the Covenants and By-Laws.  These rules are to protect the 

Sugar Springs Environment so we may all enjoy what we have.
