Special Guest: Our representative from PLM, Bre Grabill 

-Meeting called to order by Tim Stegeman at 2 PM.  

-Motion made by Joe Wineland to approve the minutes from the July meeting as written. The motion was seconded 
by Bob Heydenburg. Motion approved. 

- PLM Rep Bre provided an overview of what treatments have been made to the lakes this year, what our prospect-
ed needs will be for the remainder of the season, issues with harvesting this season, the pro's and con's of the low 
water levels we experienced last fall and winter, and our performance to budget for the year so far. It would appear 
that we will be within budget to complete the season. Bre spoke about the onslaught of Wild Celery and how we 
have been treating it successfully so far. Bre spoke briefly about issues with Starry Stonewort and milfoil in our 
lakes. There was a great deal of discussion regarding areas of concern that will require close monitoring to keep on 
top of weeds and algae in isolated areas of the lakes. Bob, Tim, and Bre spoke of their trip to Budd Lake to review 
the aeration operation they are using there. Plans for a future trip will be made. Our goal is to reduce harmful non-
native vegetation while keeping useful native plants to improve fish habitat.  

-Tim reported on the status of the dam and the Temperature Control valve on Lake Lancer and the Drain Commis-
sioner's plans for their repairs. 

-Information was shared on concerns regarding buoys, No-Wake signs, possible No-Fishing areas, and vertical sea-
wall permits. Bob Heydenburg, Tim, and Joe plan to review all these concerns from the water prior to our next 
meeting. 

-The need to get started on the Score The Shore program on Lake Lancer was shared by those committee members 
present and plan will be in place before next month. 

-Tim and Joe set a date for E-coli testing on August 29th with a back-up date on August 30th. 

-Judi Sullivan asked about the possibility of implementing flags to indicate downed skiers / tubers as is used in Ari-
zona and California. The committee asked Judi to provide some information to our group so we can investigate it 
properly. 

-Bob Neeb requested the minutes be sent to him within a few days of our meetings so he could share them via the 
internet with POA members. There were concerns voiced about sharing minutes prior to them being approved. 

-Tom proposed changing our meeting times to later in the day so that employed people could participate in the 
meetings and possibly become part of the committee. 

-Motion made to adjourn meeting by Joe, seconded by Bob Heydenburg.

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NOTES FROM THE ARCHITECTURAL AND ENVIRONMENTAL CONTROL COMMITTEE 

 
Lately a few members have taken on projects at their homes that require approval from this committee, without getting a permit prior 
to construction.  This is in violation of the Covenants and Bylaws and could subject the member to fines or other actions.  If there is 
any question as to whether a permit is required for any work please contact the POA office or the A & E Committee to be sure.  The 
Committee meets every Tuesday at 9:00 am in the basement of the Activities Building, or the members may be reached through the 
POA office.  The ñPure Sugar Springsò Website is not an official site of Sugar Springs and the advice from there is merely the opin-
ion of the responder and should not be relied on for legal advice. 

Below is the general policy of the AECC regarding violations: 

 
A&E VIOLATIONS POLICY 

 
Violation first noted ï letter of notice of violation with deadline for correction 

(Usually 30 days from date of letter). 
Second notice of violation ï includes notice of fine and new deadline for corrective action (usually 30 days from 
second notice). 

Third notice of violation ï includes secondary fine amount, notice of suspension of use of commons areas, and 
notice of referral to POA attorney for action. 

 
Violations will include, but are not limited to: 
 
Failure to meet setback requirements 
More than one outbuilding on a lot with a house 
Outbuilding not same color as house 
Trailers parked improperly on lot 
Camping unit on lot with house 
Camping on lot with no camping permit displayed 
Wellhouse on camping lot not consistent with regulations 
Prohibited items left on camping lot at end of camping season 
Tarps on lots 
Firewood not stacked according to regulations 
Signs improperly displayed 
Docks exceeding 20 feet over the water or four feet in width 
 
Initial fines for violations will typically be $25.00.  Secondary fines will typically be $50.00. 
 
FAILURE TO OBTAIN THE PROPER PERMIT OR APPROVAL PRIOR TO STARTING ANY WORK OR PHYS-
ICAL ACTIVITY ON ANY PROJECT REQUIRING A PERMIT OR APPROVAL DOES NOT RELIEVE THE 
PROPERTY OWNER FROM THE OBLIGATION OF OBTAINING THE REQUIRED PERMIT. 
 
PERMITS OBTAINED AFTER STARTING WORK OR PHYSICAL ACTIVITY WILL INCUR A PERMIT FEE 
OF UP TO TWO HUNDRED FIFTY DOLLARS ($250.00) FOR THE FIRST OCCURENCE, PLUS MEETING THE 
REQUIREMENTS OF THE COVENANTS AND BYLAWS OF SUGAR SPRINGS. THE SECOND AND SUBSE-
QUENT OCCURRENCE(S) OF A FAILURE TO OBTAIN PRIOR APPROVAL FOR THE SAME OR ANY OTH-
ER PROJECT WILL INCUR A PERMIT FEE OF UP TO FIVE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($500.00).
